2. How is Esther’s humility and courage revealed in the way she presented her request
to the King?

3. How did the king handle his anger after Esther’s revelation?

4. What was Haman’s response to Esther’s accusations?

5. How did Esther respond honorably to her conflict with Haman?

1. What principles can we glean from this passage about resolving conflicts?
2. Have you recently experienced a situation that needed a Christlike response?
Explain.
3. When have you applied a biblical principle to resolving a problem with a coworker
or friend? What was the result?
4. How can I make godly responses a habit in my life?

6. How can diffusing your anger work to your advantage?
7. What practical steps can you take to control your anger?
