7. Why is it crucial that a public message in tongues be interpreted? (14:16-17)

8. How does the quotation from Isaiah 28:11-12 clarify the purpose of the spiritual gift of tongues? (14:21-22)

9. Why is it beneficial for unbelievers to hear prophesying in the church? (14:24-25)
